Tips from the Pros 

Test Garden for Beginners 

This tip was prompted by this posting: 

ñI seem to be getting a number of bad reads by 
my machine. Now I am saying this with less 
than ten hours total experience. I am digging 
99% trash. 
I have my userôs manual with me and I believe 
my set ups and procedures are being followed 

correctly. The dig that prompted this post was 
one where I was on a perfectly flat field of low 
lying grass. It was a very quiet field. I was in 
the coin and jewelry mode with the machine set 
to the recommended settings. I got a strong 
signal with a vdi of 80+, full rectangle, and 
readout saying it was a quarter at 4 inches 

deep. According to the manual, I was being told 
there was a quarter, every diagnostic said so. I 
found the center of the target and right at 4" 
was a piece of aluminum. A rectangle 1" wide x 
1.25 long x 1/10 inch thick all by itself and the 
dig showed no further targets after I removed 
the aluminum. Any and all comments are 

desired and welcome.ò

A good way to spot one of these old homes is 
by the ñstone foundationsò. As shown in 
picture, the foundation may be only thing 
remaining of an old homestead. Quite often, 
these places are found back in wooded areas 
or amongst a small field of trees. 
 
              
 

 

 

 

 

 

Make sure to detect around these trees. People sat by these 
on hot summer days. Other areas to check out would be in 

front of porches, where cloth lines were hung and especially 
in picnic groves where families gathered. Donôt forget those 
ñout housesò.

 Answer from Webmaster: The best advice I can give is to make a test garden to test out 

your machine and your expertise. Yes, unfortunately a piece of aluminium will look like a quarter. But 

size does matter. Usually pinpointing will show the spot a little bigger then a coin. Hard to explain but 

the aluminium will sound off loader giving a clue to what it is. Also, Xing off the target (swinging coil in 

both direction) may tell a different story. Coins usually won't change signal in different directions where 

as a piece of aluminium will. Unless the coin is on edge. 

 Basic Test Garden: Collect items normally found while out 

detecting. Examples: various size coins, bottle caps, screw caps, pull tabs 

(different sizes and shapes), foil, nails, rings (gold and silver) and of course 

pieces of tin cans. Pick an area in your back yard large enough to plant 

these items. Space them out about 3 feet apart and bury at different 

depths from 1 to 10 inches. Place a flag about a foot in back of each item 

(in a row or randomly) with a description. See pictures.  

 
 
Try putting some of those coins on edge for a challenge.

According to the Ware Shoals Police Department, a fisherman found a device that resembled a pipe 
bomb near a dam on Power House Road at about 3:45 p.m.  

Police said the device was about eight inches long and about two inches around. It was sealed on one 
end and had a cap in place on the other, police said. It also had the phrase ñterra tubeò written on it.  
A team of bomb experts from the State Law Enforcement Division was called to the scene and 
confirmed the device was part of a "geocache game."
