This is made of Sports Nylon with a plastic liner sewn into the inside, it secures with Velcro and elastic and will keep
you electronic probe box clean and dry. It will also fit an Explorer all types, Safari, and Quattro, it is professionally
made (looks good) and beats wrapping plastic around the box to keep it dry. Will work for left or right swing. I've
included some pictures of it.
